Dear friends, the reflection of these two great and prominent apostles of Jesus Christ are 
celebrated together for their Martyrdom in Rome likely during the reign of Emperor Nero. 
Peter as we all know is a fisherman before his call by Jesus to follow him, interestly he left 
everything in including wealth, properties and fish and followed him, he sacrificed his 
wealth for the Kingdom of God. What exactly did you sacrifice for the kingdom of God. Peter 
was formally known as Simon and one of Jesus closest disciples and is considered the first 
Pope. 

Paul who was from Tarsus, Türkiye initially was a persecutor of Christians named Saul. He 
underwent a dramatic conversion experience and became known as the “Apostle to the 
Gentiles” and thirteen Epistles in the Bible was attributed to Paul.
