BULLETIN REFLECTION 

 
REFLECTION 

The three biblical passages that we read today presented with nostalgia the 
identity of the Christian God. It is not enough to state that one believes in God: 
it is more important to know in which God one believes. The Muslim, pagans 
and members of other sects are different from the Christians because their 
faces reflect different Gods. It is important to know who our God is and what it 
entails to believe in a God who is Trinity. The first reading elucidates that the 
Father creates with Wisdom, not at random and in Confusion; but he has a 
salvation plan to achieve. 

Whereas the second reading presents the work of the Son who glorifies the 
Father converting all sinners (Act 26:20). 

The Holy Spirit in the Gospel clarifies the major task of the Spirit: he will bring 
to completion the Work of the Father and of the Son. No confusion among the 
three persons in one God.
