Reflection 

From the beginning of creation water has played a significant role, take for instance the 
Genesis account of Creation (Gen 1:2)  

The earth was a formless and desolate ocean that covered everything and was engulfed in 
total darkness and the Spirit of God was moving over the water, water plays a very important 
role in life, in cooking, manufacturing, bath, just to mention a few. Then this water of Baptism 
is meant for transformation (change) that is why after the baptism of our Lord the Heavens 
opened and the Holy Spirit descended upon Him in bodily form like a Dove, and a perfect 
voice came from Heaven (you are my Son, the beloved with you I am well pleased. We can 
never over estimate the importance of John the Baptist. All four Gospels begins the public 
ministry of Jesus with the preaching of this Prophet. The early catechetical sermons in the 
Act of the Apostles, like the choice for today’s second reading points out the pivotal role of 
John the Baptist, in leading God’s people from ancestral hopes and promises to fulfillment 
in Jesus.  

Dear friends, let us pray that our own baptism will be activated with the reassurance with 
gentle voice from Heaven “you are my Son, the Beloved; with you I am well pleased”
