REFLECTION 

Dear Friends, the text of today begins just after this explanation, Peter explain that what 
has happened is the work of Christ and it is an evident sign that the Risen Lord is alive. Their 
preaching in the Jewish World testifies their firm faith and commitment to the Word of the 
Master, it won’t be easy for Peter to accept this proposal. He will still for a long-time stick to 
his convictions, hopes and dreams of glory like any of us instead of harkening to word of 
the Master “feed my Lambs” “tend my sheep” and “feed my sheep”. Only after years will he 
be converted completely. In todays Gospel he is told what will happen to him as a disciple 
of Christ. During the passion of Jesus he did not have the courage to follow him, but one 
day he will give up his life for him he will be imprisoned “somebody else will put a belt 
around you and take you where you would rather not go” Every disciple, like peter, is called 
to “ look after the sheep and the lambs of Christ; Every Christian is required to give up his 
life too the others. Those in the community, who preside over charity must of course be the 
first and the most generous in this.
